UNKNOWN WORDS 

 
When your child comes across a word they don’t know, use 
these tips to help them. 
 
Draw your child’s attention to: 
1. Beginning letter(s) 
2. Ending letter(s) 
3. Prefixes, suffixes, and root words 
4. The possibility that it looks like other words they know 
5. Clues in the pictures 
6. Clues in the sentence or paragraph 
 
Helpful Prompts 
1. “Check it slowly  with your finger.” 
2. “Do you know a word that looks like that?” 
3. “Do you know a word that starts like that?” 
4. “What do you think it is?” 
5. “Does what you say match what you see?” 
6. “Does what you say sound right?” 
7. “Does what you say make sense?” 
 
Have your child reread the sentence or paragraph to regain 
the meaning and to repeat the now known word.
